(7) mailing address.
f. One paragraph description of the project
g. Statements in response to the following queries:
1. What were the major findings?
2. Where did the idea for the reporting come from?
3. What was the major challenge you had to overcome to complete the work?
4. What was the public or community response to the work?
5. What was the response of the university, athletic department, or other subject entity?
